Cornus species - Dogwoods
a. Florida - American, shallow rooted - 3’ deep - NS
b. Kousa - Chinensis -Chinese dogwood, hardy - PR

a. Kwanzan 40’

Malus species - crabs - many varieties
a. Siberian crab - hardy
b. Scheidecker crab

Pyrus species - pears
a. Cleveland pear - strong branches, more resistant to wind and ice damage - PR 30’
